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Abstract 

This research aims to determine if the implementation of the Experience Text 
Relationship (ETR) method can improve the reading comprehension of grade eight 
students of SMP Negeri 14 Palu. The sample for this study consisted of the grade eight 
students Slamet Riyadi as the control group and grade eight students Pattimura as the 
experimental group, selected using cluster random sampling. The researcher used pencil 
and paper with a test method as the instrument for data collection in the pretest and 
posttest techniques. Based on the test results, the average pretest score in the control 
group was 64.1, while in the experimental group, it was 49.7. After treatment in the 
experimental group, there was an increase above the control group, as evidenced by an 
increase in the posttest. The posttest score in the control group was 77.13, while in the 
experimental group, it was 80.2. Furthermore, the researcher calculated the t-counted to 
be 5.625, applying a significance level of 0.05 with degrees of freedom (df) 58, and the t-
table value was 1.684. This means that the t-value is greater than the t-table value, 
leading to the conclusion that the Experience Text Relationship method can improve 
students' reading comprehension more effectively.

Introduction 
Reading determines the quality of human resources. According to Dupuis (1992), the 

primary source of information in learning is reading, through reading, individuals can 
expand their knowledge, as famously quoted in Society, "Reading is the window to 
knowledge." It provides knowledge through texts. Without disregarding other skills, 
reading is a crucial receptive skill in the academic world.. 

Reading is so important in the academic world that it has become one of the main 
focuses of the curriculum in Indonesia, Kurikulum Merdeka. Quoting from Badan 
Standar, Kurikulum, dan Asesmen Pendidikan Kementerian Pendidikan, Kebudayaan, 
Riset, dan Teknologi Republik Indonesia 2022, students' learning outcomes in the 
Kurikulum Merdeka are divided into several phases, namely phase A - phase F, 
specifically for junior high school level, it is in phase D. This phase emphasizes that in 
reading learning, students can comprehend information in the form of ideas, thoughts, 
views, directions, or messages from various types of texts such as descriptive, narrative, 
poetic, explanatory, and expositional texts, both visual and audiovisual, to find explicit 
and implicit meanings. Students interpret information to express sympathy, concern, 
empathy, or opinions for and against visual and audiovisual texts. Participants use other 
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sources of information to assess the accuracy and quality of data and comparen  
information in the text. Students are able to explore and evaluate various current topics 
read and discussed.  

However, according to the observations by resercher of  English teachers and 
students in SMP Negeri 14 Palu, learning to read does not seem to be achieved in the 
curriculum. As students learned English, researchers discovered several problems. First, 
many students have difficulty reading and understanding  texts. Second, students find it 
difficult to determine the main sentence or  idea of a paragraph. Researchers believe that 
the reasons include students' lack of background knowledge, lack of vocabulary, and 
laziness when reading English texts. Another issue is the method of teaching  in classes. 
The  teaching and learning process in the classroom, especially  reading comprehension, 
follows a monotonous method, so students often feel bored and tired. In this model, 
activities are teacher-centered and students  learn based solely on the teacher's 
instructions  and do not have the opportunity to actively participate in the lesson. 
Therefore, researchers believe that teachers need to be creative in choosing media and 
strategies in order for students to understand the content of the text. 

One method for overcoming problem with student learning outcome is using the ETR 
(Experience Text Relationship) method. Research by Khalid (2019) titled “Improving 
Reading Comprehenshion of Grade VIII Students at SMP Negeri 16 Palu Through 
Experience Text Relationship (ETR).” Based on existing issues and supporting research, 
the researcher implements the Experience Text Relationships (ETR) strategy to address 
or mitigate problems related to reading interest and comprehension deficiencies. This 
study is conducted at SMP Negeri 14 in Palu, specifically in the 8th-grade class. Based on 
this explanation, the researcher conducted his research entitled "Improving Reading 
Comprehension of Grade Eight Students Of SMP Negeri 14 Palu Through Experience 
Text Relationship (ETR) Method." 

 
Method 

A quasi-experimental design will be used by researcher to find out the results of a 
specific method. The experimental group and the control group are the two groups. The 
experimental group will take a pretest, receive treatment with the ETR method for 
reading comprehension, and then take a posttest. The control group, meanwhile, will 
take the pretest and posttest without receiving any guidance from the researchers. In 
addition, before the intervention starts, the pretest will be given at the start of the 
experiment. In addition, the posttest will be given following the completion of the last 
treatment session. 

Teacnique of data collection is a way to get data to support the research. 
Researchers use paper and pencil method instruments in the technique of data 
collection  in the pretest and posttest. The research instrument will a test. The purpose 
of the exam is to gauge the students' reading proficiency. The primary tool of this is the 
test.  

The sample is a condensed portion of the population. Cluster random sampling will 
be use to select the research sample from the population students SMP Negeri 14 Palu. 
The researcher will use the sample of grade eight stdent Slamet Riyadi as the control 
group and grade eight Pattimura as the experimental group. 

Researcher analyzes the data to describe each variable using descriptive statistical 
analysis formulas. The research applied the formula by Arikunto (2013) where he 
creates a framework for data analysis,whice has been used extensively by scholar, 
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reserceher, and the general public since we are all accustomed to seeing data, reducing 
it, and the coming to a conclusion or doing verification. This data analysis calculates 
whether the method used was successful or not, where the value the control class will be 
compared with the value from the treatment class. 

 
Results 

Researcher analyzed data obtained from pretests and posttests given to students. 
Pretests and posttests were given to the control group and the experimental group. The 
difference is that the control group are not given any treatment by the researcher in the 
form of the Experience Text Relationship (ETR) method, while the experimental group 
receives this method. The results of each test are compared to measure whether the use 
of the Experience Text Relationship (ETR) method can improve students' reading 
comprehension or not. 
 
The Result of Pre-test 

Pre-test was administered on February 28, 2024, before the treatment. The purpose 
of the pre-test was to assess the students' basic knowledge. It was given to both the 
control and experimental groups. The results of the pre-test can be seen in the following  
table.

Based on Table 4.1, the highest score in the experimental class pre-test was 86 

and the lowest was 23. Based on the Kriteria Ketuntasan Minimum (KKM) or passing 
grade at SMP Negeri 14 Palu, which is 75, there are 3 students with scores above the 
KKM and 27 students with standard scores. The researcher determines the average pre-
test score using the formula proposed by Arikunto (2013), as presented in the previous 
chapter. 

    
  

 
 

    
    

  
 

         
Based on the calculation, the mean score in the experimental class is 49.7, which 

is still poor compared to the passing grade. Therefore, it can be concluded that the 
students in the experimental class still have a low reading comprehension. After 
calculating the pre-test for the Experimental group, the researcher then calculated the 
pre-test for the Control group. The scores can be seen in the following table:

Testing Hypothesis  

To delmonstratel if thel relselarch is accelpteld or reljelcteld, thel telsting hypothelsis is 
applield. Thelrel arel two critelria that support thel telsting hypothelsis itsellf. Thel telsting 
critelria stateld that thel hypothelsis was accelpteld if thel t-counteld was highelr than thel t-
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tablel (t-counteld > t-tablel), and reljelcteld if thel t-counteld was lowelr than thel t-tablel (t-
counteld<t-tablel). 

To calculatel thel t-tablel valuel to deltelrminel thel significancel diffelrelncel beltweleln thel t-
counteld and t-tablel valuels, thel relselarchelr useld thel intelrpolitan formula to count thel t-
tablel's delgrelel of freleldom (df) = Nx = Ny - 2 at a significancel lelvell of 0.05.

Discussion 

To bel ablel to carry out this study elffelctivelly and accuratelly, data obtaining was donel 
in a systelmatic way belforel analysis and a conclusion camel out. Prel-telst, trelatmelnt, and 
post-telst welrel discusseld and clarifield in thel chaptelr belforel it. Thel relselarchelr 
discovelreld thel relading comprelhelnsion issuels that thel studelnts welrel having baseld on 
thel relsults of thel preltelst and posttelst. Idelntifying thel primary concelpt was thel first 
issuel. Elveln though thely welrel awarel of thel primary idela, thely welrel still having troublel 
deltelrmining which paragraph in a giveln telxt containeld thel primary idela. Thel selcond 
issuel was geltting clelar information. E lveln with thel telxt's clelar elxposition of thel matelrial, 
thel majority of studelnts still struggleld to idelntify thel answelrs to thel quelstions. In 
addition, thely had troublel delciphelring implicit information from telxts. Thely also had 
troublel undelrstanding words thely welrel unfamiliar with. Thely abruptly gavel up and

concludeld that thel telxt was challelnging to undelrstand wheln thely camel across 
unfamiliar words. 

Baseld on thel preltelst in thel elxpelrimelntal group, thelrel welrel 3 studelnts who passeld 
and 27 studelnts who faileld. This was also thel casel in thel control group, with only 4 
studelnts passing and 26 studelnts failing. Thel relselarchelr can concludel that this is duel to 
difficultiels thel studelnts faceld in complelting thel telst. First, thely struggleld to find the l 
main idela of thel telxt; selcond, thely found it complelx to elxtract information from thel telxt. 
Third, thely welrel confuseld in undelrstanding thel melaning of thel telxt and thel contelnt of 
thel paragraphs duel to a lack of vocabulary. 

To solvel this problelm, relselarchelrs applield thel E lxpelrielncel Telxt Rellationship (E lTR) 
melthod to thel elxpelrimelntal group. This ElTR melthod trains studelnts to belttelr 
undelrstand relading telxts, whelrel this melthod is a studelnt's elxpelrielncel with thel telxt the ly 
relad, this makels it elasy for studelnts to undelrstand thel melaning of thel telxt. Melanwhile l, 
in thel control group, relselarchelrs did not apply thel E lTR melthod as a comparison to the l 
elxpelrimelntal group which useld thel E lTR melthod. 

Aftelr conducting thel trelatmelnt, thel relselarchelr administelreld a post-telst to melasurel 
thel elffelctivelnelss of thel E lxpelrielncel Telxt Rellationship (E lTR) melthod in improving 
studelnts' relading comprelhelnsion. Thel relselarchelr found that studelnts' comprelhelnsion 
of thel telxt was belttelr compareld to belforel thel trelatmelnt, as elvidelnceld by thel post-telst 
relsults. In thel elxpelrimelntal group, 24 studelnts passeld thel post-telst with thel highelst 
scorel beling 94, whilel 6 studelnts did not pass. This pelrcelntagel was a significant increlase l 
from thel preltelst, whelrel only 3 studelnts passeld. Melanwhilel, in thel control group, 19 
studelnts passeld thel post-telst with thel highelst scorel beling 89, and 11 studelnts did not 
pass. Looking at thel comparison beltweleln thel elxpelrimelntal and control groups, the l 
elxpelrimelntal group elxpelrielnceld a significant improvelmelnt, which was attributeld to thel 
usel of thel E lTR melthod. Thelrelforel, thel relselarchelr could concludel that thel E lxpelrielncel 
Telxt Rellationship (E lTR) melthod is elffelctivel in improving studelnts' relading 
comprelhelnsion. 

In linel with prelvious relselarch conducteld by Asiantih, Hamid, Yeltti, and Sofyan in 
2022, it was found that thel usel of thel E lxpelrielncel Telxt Rellationship (E lTR) melthod 
improvels studelnts' relading comprelhelnsion compareld to monotonous melthods. 
Studelnts belcomel morel rellaxeld wheln working on quelstions, as thelrel is an elngaging 
story involving thelir elxpelrielncels, thus making thelm morel focuseld and undelrstanding of 
thel giveln telxt. 

Furthelrmorel, studelnt issuels such as a lack of vocabulary undelrstanding can bel 
addrelsseld with this E lTR melthod, whelrel studelnts can grasp thel melaning of thel telxt 
without having to translatel elach word. Howelvelr, thel E lTR melthod also has its 
drawbacks, as it relquirels a long timel to implelmelnt. This melthod nelcelssitatels telachelrs 
and studelnts sharing elxpelrielncels about thel telxt, which conselquelntly takels up a lot of 
timel. Thelrelforel, relselarchelrs arel selelking a way out of this problelm. In thel fielld, 
relselarchelrs found that thel E lTR melthod can bel donel in a short timel, whelrel studelnts do 
not neleld to sharel many elxpelrielncels but only neleld onel elxpelrielncel that belcomels thel core l 
of thel story in thel telxt. For elxamplel, in thel story of Malin Kundang, it is writteln in the l 
telxt that Malin Kundang is a disobeldielnt child. Thelrelforel, thel relselarchelr must prelparel a 
spelcific quelstion for thel studelnts relgarding thelir elxpelrielncel that is rellelvant to thel story 
in thel telxt, such as "Havel you elvelr argueld with or shouteld at your mothelr?" From this 
quelstion, studelnts can imaginel and undelrstand thel conditions and flow of thel story. 

Relading comprelhelnsion among studelnts has beleln shown to improvel with thel 
application of thel E lxpelrielncel Telxt Rellationship (E lTR) stratelgy, according to thel relsults 
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of this study and othelr relselarch. In gelnelral, thel approach has proveln succelssful in 
elstablishing a dynamic and passionatel lelarning atmosphelrel in thel classroom and 
cultivating favorablel communication beltweleln thel studelnt body and thel relselarchelr. The l 
relsults of this study delmonstratel thel elfficacy of thel E lTR approach in improving relading 
comprelhelnsion. Pupils can now relcognizel telxt structurels with elasel and comprelhelnd 
telxts morel fully. Thelsel relsults arel in linel with elarlielr relselarch by Khalid (2019), which 
supports thel elfficacy of thel E lTR approach in relading instruction. Thus, it can bel said that 
raising studelnts' relading comprelhelnsion lelvells through thel application of thel E lTR 
melthod is succelssful. This yiellds positivel outcomels and makels it elasielr for studelnts to 
finish. 

 
Conclusion 

Relselarchelr concludeld that using thel E lxpelrielncel Telxt Rellationship (E lTR) melthod 
could improvel studelnts' relading comprelhelnsion. This is proveln by seleling a significant 
increlasel in achielvelmelnt or telst scorels on studelnts' relading comprelhelnsion in the l 
elxpelrimelntal group. In thi s way, thel relselarchelr found that thel hypothelsis was accelpteld. 
Using thel ElTR melthod can delvellop studelnts' relading skills by applying morel intelrelsting 
melthods such as thel E lTR melthod. Thel relselarchelr helrelby relcommelnds thel E lTR melthod 
for telaching, elspelcially in telaching studelnts' relading comprelhelnsion. 
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
